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Third Sunday in Ordinary Time - January 22, 2017 

Dear Parish Family, 

Today’s first and third readings echo each other, in the sense that the passage of Mat-
thew shows the realization of the prophecy of Isaiah in the activity initiated by Jesus 
Christ, precisely in the regions that Isaiah had pre-announced.  

But the point of convergence between the two readings is mainly in the symbolism of 
light, which has accompanied us throughout the Christmas season, thru the Epiphany, and which ap-
peared still last Sunday. Today’s responsorial psalm reflects this same theme: "The Lord is my light and 
my salvation" (Ps 26: 1), and helps us to understand the meaning of the metaphor of light. 

The passage from St. Matthew begins by pointing out how Jesus left Nazareth to go live in Caperna-
um, and there seems to be two fundamental reasons for that. The first is that Capernaum was precisely 
in the area where the tribes of Zebulun and Naphtali once dwelt, and Matthew sees in it as an embodi-
ment of the prophecy of Isaiah. 

The second motif that Matthew is also interested in is the fact that in those borderlands there lived just 
a few "uncircumcised" (non-Jews). Matthew wants to indicate that Jesus is not only the Messiah of Is-
rael, but also the Savior of the world. 

A central aspect of Christ's light is his preaching and teaching: "The kingdom of heaven is at 
hand" (Mt 4:17), as well as his call for "conversion", which is a re-orientation of the human existence, 
a profound change of the heart, of the mind and of the ways that each one of us lives out our lives. - A 
concrete example of the fulguration of that "great light" that is Christ and of the conversion that al-
ready acts in the heart of men that is given to us in the description of the call of the first four disciples, 
that we find in the final part of the Gospel. 

We can also read in the key of "conversion" the biblical passage proposed by the second reading (1 
Cor 1, 10-13). St. Paul reproaches with hard words the Christians of Corinth who endanger the unity 
of the Church for purely personal reasons, for those of prestige, of sympathy or of passionate emo-
tion. It is opportune to take into account all this precisely in these days, when we celebrate the octave 
for the unity of Christians, which puts before our eyes the scandal of the division of the disciples of 
Jesus Christ. 

May the light of Christ shine with more fiery light in our hearts and that his call to "conversion" may 
reach us in a deeper manner, by our participation in today’s celebration of the Eucharist.

Sunday Connection 
Today's Gospel describes the beginning of Jesus' 
public ministry. In the Gospels of Matthew, 
Mark, and Luke (called the Synoptic Gospels), 
Jesus' public ministry begins after his baptism by 
John the Baptist and after his retreat to the desert 
where he was tempted by the devil. When Jesus 
returns from the desert, he hears that John has 
been arrested.  

The first part of today's Gospel places Jesus' 
ministry in the context of the writings of the 
prophet, Isaiah. Matthew wants to show that 
Jesus is the fulfillment of the prophecies given to 
the people of Israel, and he refers to Isaiah to do 
so. Isaiah says that the Messiah will begin his 
ministry in Galilee, the land of the Gentiles. 
When Jesus begins to preach in Galilee, Matthew 
points to his ministry as a fulfillment of Isaiah's 
prophecy, proof that Jesus is the Messiah. 

When Jesus called his first disciples, the Gospel 
tells us that the fishermen (Peter and Andrew, 
James and John) dropped everything to follow 
Jesus immediately. Yet this Gospel tells us little 
about the prior experience that the fishermen 
had of Jesus. Did they know him? Had they 
heard him preach? What kind of person must 
Jesus have been to invoke such a response? We 
can imagine that Jesus was a powerful presence 
to elicit a response as immediate and complete as 
these first disciples gave. 

The Gospel concludes with a description of the 
ministry that Jesus begins in Galilee. Jesus inau-
gurates the Kingdom of God with his work. He 
teaches in the synagogue and preaches the king-
dom. His ability to cure people's diseases and 
illness is a sign of the kingdom. In Jesus' minis-
try, we already begin to see the Kingdom of God 
among us.

1. Take time to identify 
why you pray.

2. Keep a list of  prayer 
intentions for yourself  
and others.

It’s the man-
ner in which we view the 
white haired man… as the one 
we ask for all the “pretty 
things” from. 

No, Santa’s not real (sorry to 
break it to you, friends), but 
sometimes I think we wish 
Santa was real and that God 
could take a lesson or two 
from him.

So, this new year, if you are to 
pick any resolution I hope 
that it is a resolution to grow 
in your relationship with God.

seek out an Adoration Chapel or 
quiet church near by. Sometimes, 
we need to take ourselves out of a 
distracting environment in order to 
be able to focus in on prayer. And, 
you can’t go wrong with being in 
the presence of the Blessed Sacra-
ment. 

5. Dedicate the first 15 
minutes to prayer when 
you get home from school 
or work. 
It’s great in theory to dedicate the 
first 15 minutes of your day to 
prayer. But, I bet you that 99% of 
attempts to pray in the morning, 
end in failure (my own included). 
Unless you are extremely disciplined 
in not hitting the snooze button, 
the better time of your day to dedi-
cate to pray is when you get home.
